Nothing in or relating to this Contract shall be deemed a waiver, express or implied, of any of the
privileges and immunities of the ITER Organization, its staff, experts and the representatives of the
ITER Members.

ARTICLE 1.9 — SAFETY AND SITE ACCESS

1.9.1. The Contractor shall be responsible for the observance by himself, his employees and sub-
contractors of all safety precautions necessary for their protection and the protection of any
other persons, including all precautions required to be taken by or under or pursuant to any
applicable legislation. For the avoidance of doubt this includes the ITER Organization
Internal Regulations concerning Work, Health, Safety and Security for persons undertaking
activities on the ITER Site (see Annex 1V), the Contractor Safety Management Procedure
related to ITER (see Annex V).

Article 2: Law and language of the Contract

The below text shall replace entirely the Articles 2.1 and 2.2 of the GC:

2.1 “The 10 is governed by its constitutive agreements, the Agreement on the Establishment of
the ITER International Fusion Energy Organization for the Joint Implementation of the ITER
Project and the Agreement on the Privileges and Immunities of the ITER Organization both
signed on 21 November 2006.
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2.2 Without prejudice to the ITER Organization’s status, the Contract shall be governed in
accordance with their true meaning and effect.

Subsidiarily, reference to French law shall be made for, and only for:

(1) the interpretation of a contract provision when such provision is ambiguous or
unclear, in which case, such interpretation shall only be made for said provision, and
not in respect of the contract as a whole; or

(i1) when specific provisions of French law are of overriding mandatory effect.”
